6. Hand out color sheets and crayons to the kids on the block. 
7. Leave an encouraging note, card, or scripture at a neighbor’s door.
8. Leave a cookie decorating kit for a surprise!
9. Sweep up a neighbor’s driveway or mow their lawn. 
10. Leave �owers at a neighbor’s door.
11. Bake or cook a dish or dessert for a neighbor.
12. Put together a dinner box with a recipe and the ingredients and give to neighbors.
13. Put up a “Free Library” box to exchange books and puzzles.
14. Take in a neighbor’s trashcan.
15. Host a neighborhood activity:
 a. Cornhole Tournament
 b. Tennis Tournament
 c. Kids Triathalon
 d. Get to know your Neighbor Gathering
 e. Meat & Meat - BBQ and invite neighbors over to meet each other
16. Host an event in your driveway:
 a. Co�ee Hour
 b. Ice Cream Social
 c. Happy Hour
17. Plan a Saturday or Sunday Donut Drop O� for neighbors with kids.
18. Create a game kit, deliver to a neighboors doorstep, and then host a Virtual Game Night.
19. Make a bucket with fun things or activities for a neighbor’s kid.
